(Absentees are not to be included). In order for a dog to be recognized as a Canadian Champion
it must: (1) earn at least ten championship points under at least three different judges; (2) a two
point win awarded either at the breed or group level; and (3) be individually registered in the

NOVICE “B” - This class is open to all dogs that have not earned the title of
