EXTRACTS FROM CKC CONFORMATION SHOW RULES

CHAPTER 4.1.3 - JUDGES
A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall not be subjected to any
indignities of any kind during the progress of the show, and it shall be the duty and
obligation of the club holding the show to see this rule is effectively enforced.

8 - ENTRIES and ENTRY FEES

Section 3.1
Every dog entered in Championship Shows held under these rules must be registered,
have an Event Registration Number, eligible for registration with the CKC or have a CKC
Miscellaneous Class Certification number issued by the CKC Chief Registrar. If a dog is
not registered individually in the CKC it may be entered at a show, held under these rules,
as a “listed” dog, provided

(a) it is not a Miscellaneous breed

(b) if born in Canada, is eligible for individual registration

(c) if foreign born and owned, an Event Registration Number or CKC registration
number is obtained from the CKC within 30 days of the first show entered.
A listing fee of $8.82 must accompany the entry of a “listed” dog at a show held under
these rules.

Section 2.3:

INCOMPLETE ENTRIES

Entry forms which are incomplete or those that contain incorrect information after the
closing date of entries will be void and under no circumstances can changes be made.
Any dog taking a win resulting from such an entry will result in the wins being canceled,
and persons making such changes will be subject to disciplinary action.

Section 8.2:

DISHONORED CHEQUES

Tendering of a dishonored cheque or credit card in payment of entry fees shall be
considered non-payment of entry fees and is an offense punishable by disciplinary action
and cancellation of awards. Clubs may refuse to accept entries from any exhibitors who
have been known to tender dishonored cheques in payment of entry fees unless such
entries are accompanied by a money order or certified cheque.

CHAPTER 14 - DISQUALIFICATION
Section 1.4
A dog once disqualified for any reason at a Championship show held under these rules
cannot again be shown or entered at a show held under these rules unless and until said
dog has been reinstated by the CKC. All awards earned by a dog shown in violation of
this section will be canceled by the CKC and the owner of said dog is subject to
disciplinary action. Note: for any further information on reinstatement refer to Chapter 16,
Section 3 of the CKC Dog Show Rules

CHAPTER 9 - EXHIBITORS and THEIR DOGS
A show-giving club will be held responsible during the show for the conduct of exhibitors
and spectators. Any person acting in an abusive or objectionable manner must be
removed from the show on complaint to the Show Superintendent.

DOGS AND EQUIPMENT MAY BE LEFT IN THE BUILDING AT
OWNERS/AGENTS OWN RISK. (Please read “Agreement” on
the backside of the entry form).

BRED BY EXHIBITOR CLASS - This class shall be for any dog owned and
handled in the ring owner/breeder. The handler MUST be the owner/co-
owner AND breeder/co-breeder of the dog. The owner/breeder must handle
the dog at the class level, but need not handle the dog for further awards
OPEN CLASS - This class shall be for all dogs
SPECIALS ONLY CLASS - This class shall be for any dog which has a
recorded CKC Registration or Event Registration Number and has attained
the required points for Championship status. Note: A Listed dog MAY be
moved to the Specials Only Class after the closing of entries, provided
the CKC Individual or Event Registration Number was received prior to
the first day of the show.
