Championship points under at least 3 (three) different judges, be individually registered in the 
records of the CKC or  have an Event Registration Number, and have earned at least one 2

or grounds or near any entrance thereto, and I (we) further agree to hold the aforementioned parties 

harmless from any claim for loss of a dog by disappearance, theft, death or otherwise, and from any claim 
for damage or injury to the dog, whether such loss, disappearance, theft, damage or injury be caused or 

alleged to be caused by the negligence of the Club(s)  or any of the parties aforementioned, or by the 

negligence of any other person, or any other cause or causes. 
 I (we) hereby assume the sole responsibility for and agree to indemnify and save the 

aforementioned parties harmless from any and all loss and expense (including legal fees) by reason of the

4. All recreational units must have buckets underneath for their drains. Those discharging of any water on 

the grounds will be removed by order of the health department and subject to a fine. 
5. A judge officiating at this show held under CKC rules shall not be subjected to any indignities of any 

kind during the progress of the show. (4.1.3) 

6.  A show-giving club will be held responsible during the show for the conduct of exhibitors and 
spectators.  Any person acting in an abusive or objectionable manner must be removed from the show on 

complaint to the Show Superintendent (1.4) 

7. There is to be NO SMOKING in the large show tent, nor entrances to it, and NO SMOKING is allowed 
in the show building. 

8.  Dogs must be on the show grounds 1 hour prior to judging of their breed.
