The Trial Secretary and Superintendent are in full charge of the Trials.   

The show precincts shall consist of the agility course and surrounding area, trial 
building, parking lot and camping area.  All grounds to the east of the Red Barn Event 

Centre building are outside the trial precincts and considered private property for the 
duration of the event (see site map on page 5 for more information). 

Food and toys are not permitted in the course area or within 10’ of the ring gates, and 
handlers are not permitted to use whistles, clickers, flexis or other instruments or 
devices within 30’ of the ring.

When a bitch comes into season after the entry has closed, a Veterinarian’s certificate 
certifying the bitch was in season within the 10-day period preceding the trial must 
reach the Trial Secretary on or before the first day of the trial. A full refund of entry 
fees and listing fees will be provided.
