Dogs may be entered as “Listed”, however, failure to apply for an ERN number
within 30 days of the first event will result in cancellation of any wins, awards, or scores.

1. The Dartmouth Kennel Club will use care and diligence for the safety and welfare of the
dogs and exhibitors but will not be responsible in the event of and accident to dogs,
exhibitors or spectators.

7. Inno case may a dog under 3 months of age be allowed within the showy/trial precincts.

8. “Puppy/Dog for sale” signs will not be permitted within the precincts of the show.

9. It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club
official, volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to
indignities. The Conformation Show Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any

infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to
take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.

10. Only dogs entered in the Shows & Trials will be permitted in the building.

11. Only a dog individually registered, or eligible to be registered, in the stud book of the
Canadian Kennel Club may compete in these shows and trials.

12. TItis the responsibility of the exhibitor/handler to clean up after their dogs
outside the ring and outside the building. Please make sure your x-pen area is clean
before you leave.

13. If because of riot, civil disturbance or other acts beyond the control of the DKC, it is
impossible to open or complete the Shows/Trials, no refund of entry fees will be made.

14. The Dartmouth Kennel Club will not be responsible for any equipment left on the show
premises.
