WCX.  

A Veterinarian 
certificate must be submitted prior to test 

• Running order is by random draw within each test level 
• Recommended arrival time is ½ hour prior to the start time for

All owners of unregistered, CKC-recognized breeds entering 
events are required to obtain a Temporary Competition 
Number (TCN).  

 

 

 TCNs are replacing the current system of entering events with dogs 

as  “listed”, and allow dogs to temporarily participate in CKC events while 

they pursue permanent registration or an Event Registration Number 

(ERN). 

• A TCN must be obtained before submitting an entry for an event. 

• The same TCN must be used for all event entries for a dog until 

the dog is permanently registered or has an ERN. 

• A TCN cannot be used for Listed Breeds with an MCN 

(Miscellaneous Competition Number) or dogs that will require a 

PEN (Performance Event Number) or CCN (Canine Companion 

Number). 

TCNs can be obtained: 

• Online through CKC’s Portal (Note: Individuals who have not yet 

used the online Portal will be required to create a Portal account 

before they can submit a TCN application online); 

• By submitting a completed paper application by mail to CKC; or 

• By contacting the Shows and Trials Division Toll Free at 1-855-
