Rules and Regulations Governing These Trials

1. Dogs must be kept under control and on leash at all times within the 
building with the exception of the obedience ring. Dogs not entered in 
these trials will not be allowed inside the Exhibition Building with the 
exception of Certified Assistance Dogs.
2. Collars other than those specified in the Obedience Trial Rules and 
Regulations are not allowed within the ring.

3. The BC Lab Club will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs 
and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, nor assume any liability in 
the event of, accident or injury to either dogs, exhibitors or spectators. 

4. Judges are not required to wait for dogs. It is the responsibility of each 
handler to be ready with his dog at ringside when required, without waiting 
to be called. (Sec. 8.6.2) Any judging conflicts must be reported to the 
steward as early as possible. All efforts will be made to accommodate 
exhibitors, but judging will not be delayed to do so.

5. If, because of civil disturbance, Act of God, or other events beyond the 
control of the club, it is impossible to open or complete the show, there is 
no refund of entry.
