Building Access:

Entry to the Concession (Show) Building:

When entering the Concession Building, each individual will have to submit a COVID-19 screening form that has been set
by the Ontario Government. Each individual will undergo an infa-red temperature check. Failure to pass the questionnaire
or temperature check will result in denial of entry to the building.

NOTE: There will be limited grooming in the Concession Building. All other exhibitors shall groom in the Grooming Building
(Old Macdonald’s Farm), space permitting.

Grooming Building (Old Macdonald’s Farm building): Entry to the Grooming Building shall be granted only with an
admittance wristband. Entering shall be by the East door and exiting shall be by the West door.

Showing: Access to the Concession Building to exhibit your dog shall be via the South entrance to the Concession Building
(see ring protocol below).

Waiver:

Must be signed by Club Members, Judges, Ring Stewards, Exhibitors, Owners, Handlers, Breeders, Assistants and Volunteers.
Contact tracing information must be provided for all who attend (name & phone number).

PROVINCIAL PROTOCOL FOR PROOF OF DOUBLE VACCINATION AND PHOTO ID REQUIRED.

MASKS: MANDATORY

Must be worn correctly over mouth and nose by ALL individuals in the Concession Building or the Grooming Building, in
Washrooms, in any other location where 2 meters - 6ft cannot be maintained.

SOCIAL DISTANCING (2M/6FT): MANDATORY
Inside both buildings, adjacent ring areas, at the Show Secretary Table/Set-up and at the Photographers booth.
RING PROTOCOL:

Show scheduling will be quite rigid so that there is little chance to miss a ring time. Group judging times will also be
scheduled. Dogs required for judging will enter through the South door and proceed to the assigned ring.

Each ring will have an Entrance and an Exit. Exhibitors will pick up their placement ribbons as they exit the ring. NO
RECYCLING of ribbons. If you do not want the ribbons, do not accept them.

Upon completion of the respective breed judging, exhibitors will immediately return to their grooming site. Exit from the
Concession Building shall be by the East door.

The Club will provide hand sanitizing stations. There will be a “limited” supply of masks in case someone needs one.

Grooming tables used in the ring will be cleaned frequently.

Exercise pens are not allowed in the buildings.

DOGS ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE BUILDINGS OVERNIGHT. Both buildings will be open at 7:00 am and close
one hour after Best in Show on Friday and Saturday evenings.

Crates and trolleys are not allowed at ringside. A ringside table may be set up at ringside immediately prior to
the respective breed judging but must be removed when breed judging is completed.

Due to possible limitations on numbers allowed in each building, exhibitors are requested to leave the respective
building once they have completed showing for the day. ALL equipment must removed from the Grooming
Building when leaving for the day. Equipment left in the Grooming Building will be removed at the owners risk.
Sites in the Grooming Building shall not be “saved” from day to day.

There are no food facilities on the Fairgrounds. Exhibitors should bring their own food. Information on food
facilities close to the Fairgrounds will be provided.

No public dog bathing station.
Be self-sufficient: bring sanitizer, bring personal use masks.

Do not leave personal belongings at ringside. Do not leave masks, gloves, water bottles, litter, etc. behind,
dispose of these items in the garbage bins.

HISTORY OF THE
BRANTFORD & DISTRICT KENNEL AND OBEDIENCE CLUB

The Club was started in the fall of 1971, with several dog enthusiasts holding meetings in each
other homes, planning on how to make a viable club and getting to know what was involved in
setting up the club and being awarded show dates. As there were other “doggie” people in the
area, it was decided to rent a room at a local hotel and to advertise in the Expositor that a
public meeting would be held with the intent of becoming more structured and gaining new
members. The response was overwhelming. Our spokesman was Ray Lackenbauer who had
Norwegian Elkhounds. A steering committee developed a formal constitution, which was
adopted in February, 1972 and adopted the name Brantford & District Kennel Club. In October,
1973, the Brantford Obedience Club officially joined the Brantford & District Kennel Club and
the club became the Brantford & District Kennel & Obedience Club. This joining of clubs
evolved due to the majority of members in each club enjoying membership and activity in both
disciplines.

Following completion of the required sanction matches (interestingly, the first match was held
at the Ancaster Fairgrounds, the site of this year’s shows), The Club applied for show dates in
September, 1973 but this request was denied as the Hamilton Kennel Club had shows on those
dates. A second request (for December 1 and 2, 1973) was granted and the Canine Christmas
Classic was born. Joyce Ellis was the first Show Chairperson and Don Palanio was Show
Superintendent. In 1974, Bob Gilham became the Show Chair and Show Superintendent and
served in those positions until his death in 2008 (with the occasional year off). Following the
1973 shows, the Club began to fill its equipment needs. Of note is that Anne Stewart served as
Treasurer until 2014. In 1974, entries were 1,276 and 1,186 — unheard of numbers at that time
— as Brantford was the final show of the year.

After the amalgamation of the conformation and obedience clubs, venues and dates for both
shows had to be addressed. The Brantford Civic Centre was the only place in town that could
host the conformation shows (with the wood flooring covering the ice). However, it was not
large enough to hold both conformation and obedience at the same time, so the obedience
trials were switched to the first weekend in May. The Club was responsible for starting the
judging careers of several members including Bob Gilham and Ole Nielson who became all
breed judges and continued to judge until their death:s.

For the first 25 years and beyond, the Club had an average membership of 40 members whose
interest in diverse areas of the canine fancy included showing, handling, obedience trialing and
visiting nursing homes and schools. These numbers, as with most all breed clubs, have dropped
appreciably in recent years. Obedience training and show handling were hosted and seminars
to help educate the public on what they should know when purchasing a new public were held
regularly. At the time of our 25 Anniversary, there were three couples who were Charter
Members and “new” Life Members. Don and Eleanor Palanio bred and showed Collies under
the kennel name of Escapade, Bob and Anne Stewart bred Great Danes under the prefix of



Ellismuir and bob and Irene Gilham bred English Setters, Irish Setters and English Cockers under
the prefix of Brandyrun. At the time of our 50" Anniversary, Irene Gilham (pictured) and Don
Palanio are still with us. Robin and Bill Hughes (Da Skipper), Al and Joanne Matheson
(Ganymede), Betty and Dave Pateman (Palman) and Marjorie and Dave Reynolds are life
members.

The Club has supported the Canadian Guide Dog Association, the Brantford Humane Society
and the Salvation Army for a number of years. Donations are made to various worthy
organizations including Junior Handling. The Club has continued on with the conformation
shows annually although the obedience trials were halted for a time. The obedience trials are
back now and the Club is now holding obedience trials, rally and agility at the

Poodle Farm. There are presently four couples holding life memberships: Al & Joanne
Matheson, Robin & Bill Hughes, Dave & Betty Pateman and Marjorie & Dave Reynolds.

The Brantford & District and Obedience Club welcome all exhibitors to our 50" Anniversary
shows. We hope you enjoy your time with us as we will enjoy our time with you.
