NO POST DATED CHEQUES ACCEPTED. ALL NSF cheques are subject to a charge of $25.00.
N.S.F. cheques are considered Non-Payment of entry fees and are punishable by disciplinary action
and cancellation of awards. All fees must be paid before the shows/trials.
