*  Ajudge officiating at a show shall not be subject to indignities of any kind during the progress
of the show and it is the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that this rule is
effectively carried out. (Dog Show Rules, Sec. 4.1.3)

*  No person may approach a judge, either directly or otherwise, orally or in writing, to favour his
entry. Disciplinary action will be taken against any person who violates this rule or against a
judge who fails to report any contravention of this rule to the CKC within 14 days of the act.
(Dog Show Rules Sec. 4.1.6)

e The Specialty Club and the Show Committee will use care and diligence for the welfare of the
dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume and liability in the event of an
accident, or other misfortune to either the dogs or exhibitors or patrons. If, because of riot
or civil disturbance or any other acts beyond the control of the ECDC and their Show
Committee, it is impossible to open or close the shows, no refund of entries will be made.
