This test is not a competition calling for precision performance by the handler and dog. Rather, it assesses the 
handler and dog’s relationship together with the handler’s ability to control the dog. We recommend that you read 
the CGN Participant Handbook so that you will be familiar with what you and your dog will be required to do. 

Scheduling accommodations will be 
made for handlers with multiple dogs.
